Apply knowledge of accrediting agency processes and requirements  by participation in the following:

The written Peer Review Report will be submitted to the accrediting agencies for their evaluation.





Where appropriate, the leader of the Peer Review Team will present an oral report of the peer review visit to the organization with time for discussion, appeal, and final decision-making vote.





Where appropriate the leader of the Peer Review Team will inform the school of the organization/agency’s decision.





The members of the Peer Review Team will each complete an evaluation form of the process.
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To acquire knowledge and develop the skills and attitudes necessary to do a comprehensive evaluation of a school program.


Review materials submitted by a school for compliance with the CSF School Effectiveness and School Improvement Process (SESIP) and other documents from agencies involved in their own or collaborative accreditations.


Participate in a Peer Review Visit to school seeking accreditation or reaccreditation.


Make evaluative recommendation to the accrediting agency.
